As the weather warms up, the
District's residents will begin to
irrigate their landscaping. The
District wants to remind you that it
has a Water Demand Management
Strategy in place to help it meet the
increased water demands that come
with landscape irrigation. The District

Annual Budget. He also holds the office of Assistant
Secretary.

After several months of delays
getting El Paso County
approvals and the building
permit, the construction of the
gazebo in South Manchester
Park will begin this month.
Copestone General
Contractors will be constructing
the twenty-foot wide hexagonal
gazebo.

The project will be funded by the District's Conservation
Trust Fund. The Conservation Trust Fund is a restricted
fund that is can only be used for parks, open space, and
trails projects and maintenance. The Fund receives
quarterly distributions from the Colorado State Lottery.

South Manchester Park was designed as a family
recreation area. The addition of gazebo will enhance
the use of the park by providing a space for small family
gatherings and a shelter from which parents may watch
their children enjoying the play structures. The District
will also continue to have a portable toilet placed in the
park during its higher-usage months for the convenience
of its visitors.

Progress on the gazebo construction will be posted on
the District's Facebook page.

Filings 13B, 13C & 13D
Contractors for
the Eagle
Development
Company have
